The buildings and school-rooms are large and well appointed,
Pupils are under the immediate instruction of the Principal, and will receive a mother's

care from Mrs. Roe.
Stages from the boats at Cornwall-on-the-Hudson and Newburgh, and from trains on

the Erie and Hudson River railroads, leave pupils at the door.
