My dear Sir:-

I trust that your well known interest in the State of MHaine will pardon my tres-
pass upon your time with a matter that is of importance to the University of Maine. As
you know, the law requires military instruction, which, until a short time ago, was in
charge of an of ficer of the regular army, detailed by the President of the United States.
Cfficers of the regular army are not not available, but many colleges have obtained re-
tired officers, to whom the government allows full pay when upon college service. We
have not succeeded in obtaining an officer although we have made diligent search for one.

1 have found none resident in the State of Maine, and most of those in other parts of the
country, to whom I have written, have not been willing to come into our climate, to go

so far from the great centers, or else to leave their own homes. Cf the two who were
willing to come, both proved to be in their habits unsuited to their position. I have
applied to the Adjutant General and used such information as he was able to give, and write
to you thinking that you may know of some retired officer, whose character, health and
habits suit him to our work, who would be likely to accept a deteil, You may know of such

a one living in the state. If you can assist me I shall feel very grateful.
