Your two ¢communications at hand and contents noted. You ean send a voucher
to me for the $100. paid to you. I have mailed you to-day,under separate cover, the
labor union pamphlet. I have secured from the Minister his idea in answer to same.

The sentiment at the Capitol is already more moderate, as they are fully
aware that we are under treaty relations, and that it would be discourteous to make
a law having longer existenee than the treaty itself.

The head lines of your letter among others should be, first, the exclusion
act is un-Ameriean and diseriminates against a ¢lass which is not in aecordance with
the prineiples of our Govermment; that laws to be effective and respected, should be
uniform in their character and application,and that whatever is necessary to exclude
Chinese labor,should be equally eff'ective in regard to Buropean labor; whatever new
lawas are passed should be general and not specifie, Commerce is tending eastward.
The United States, in the last six months, has lost materially in Chinese trade, not
only on account of the war, but on account of the labor union agitation. Our relations
with China have always been friendly and they should contimue, and we ought not to
listen to the c¢lamor of the mob, which is unthinking, unreasonable and illogical.

The laboring element of the United States will be more hurt by this exelusion aect, than
any other, If them is no reciprocity between the United States and China, there will
naturally he noy trade and the demand for labor among the mﬁmﬂﬂ will be much
less, The @emands of the labor union organizations are as domineering as were the
demands of the slave power prior to the Civil Wae and the same etupid arguments are
used as then, to appeal to the prejudices and fears of the Americam people. If the
