As n child she waz bright bevend her years: ns a maiden she was
pure, truthful and sincere: a8 & woman she was without reproach; as a
wile she wasg devotion itself : and as a daughter she was all that a father
or mother could hope for—sweetness, loveliness and charitablenesg being
the component parts of her nature.

Giving birth foa fine bov on the night of October 31, 1856, Mrs.
Andrus was. two days afterwards, attacked with puerpal fever, from which
ghe never recovered, but died alwost at the same instant her baby was
born, after four weeks of painful soffering.
