A meeting of the Council of Administration is hereby called
at Headquarters on Wednesday, February z5th, at 8 o'clock, p. m., to
prepare the business for the Encampment, and transact other business as
may properly come before it

IV. The Council of Administration consists of the Department
Commander, 5.
