Secure, but Pleasant Pris-
on for the Apaches.

Santa Rosa and San Miguel Is-
lands as Indian Reser-
vatiors.

A Flan Advantageons o the In-
dians, the Government, amnd
thae Feople,

An extent of country asbout
equal in size to Los Angeles
conbnty and containing some of
the most fertile wvalloys and rich-
est mineral lands of Arizona is
now withheld from the unses of civil-
ized man for the purpose of afford-
ing & loafing ground for the most
murderons community of savages
that ever lived npon the face of tho
earth. Not only within the confines
of the Ban Carlos reservation is the
work of civilization prevented, but
all the conntry aronnd is kept back
and its development retarded from
the fact that bands of uneasy savages
periodically make exenrsions ontside
their own lands and leave o trail of
fire, murder and desolation to mark
their path. The events of late are
but a repetition of many such, and
even yet one of these maranding
chiefs, Geronimo, at the head of a
band of murderers is hiding 1n the
fastnesses of the

MOUNTAINS OF MEXICO.
The great extent of the present re-
esorvation and the entire lack of any
barriers against the free ronming of
the Apaches makes the control of
them a matter of utmost diffienlty.
Indeed whenever they so desire death
and destruction may be wrought
upon the neighboring communities
without possibility of prevention.
Their uneasy roaming dispositon
makes an ontbreak a matter of cer-
tainty within certain periods of time.
As soon as they have pathered rifles
and ammunition, obtained rest and
become organized wunder a chief
their work of ruin is repeated.

LOWER CALIFORNIA

Has been frequently mentioned as a
better place for a reservation, only
& narrow strip of land on the north
would require guarding, but the
diplomatic correspondence and com-
plicated arrangements necessary with
Meoxico opposes this, together with
the faet that the peninsula is itself
of too great extont.
