Dear General Howard:

It has come to my knowledge unofficially that
the Commandant of' the New York Navy Yard, Captain Henry Erben,
feels somewﬁat aggrieved in respeect to his reception on the occa-
sion of a recent official visit to your Headquarters, and at the
fact that you have not returned that visit.

It is said that the Captain, although he had given official
notice of his intention to visit you, was not met by you or any
other officer at the landing, and, indeed, had some difficulty in
making his way on shore and to your office, and also upon his
departure was allowed to make his way back to the boat as well as
he could, without being accompanied by an officer or any person
unde; your orders; also thét eighteen days had elapsed without any
return of his courtesy.

It is not desired by the Navy Department, as I understand, to
Ereat this matter officially or to attach too much importance to
it, and I doubt not there is some quite adequate reason for any ap-
parent neglect of proper courtesy toward the Commandant of the

Havy Yard.







I beg leave to suggest that by returning the Captain's visit
at your carliest convenience, and ﬁaking such explanation as may
seem to you proper and courteous in the matter, any irritatioﬁ'
which the Captain may feel in regard to the ineident referred to
will be entirely removed, and the cordial relation which should
always exist between officers of the Army and Navy will be thoroughly

re-established between you and the Commandant of the
