My dear Bir:-
On behalf of the Brooklyn Institute of Arts and Sciences

I beg leave to extend to you a most cordial invitation to deliver one
of a series of Addresses at the Opening Meeting of the Institute for

the season of 1894-5, to be held in Association Hall on Monday evening,
October 1st, at eight (8) o'clock, on the general subject of "The Char-
ity of an Epoch®™ or ®"The Union of the Blue and the Gray".

The Hon. 8. D. MeCormick, of Kentucky, will deliver the open-
ing address on the general subject and it is expected that other ad-
.drﬂaaes wlll follow.

When on the 17th of June, 1775, the one hundredth anniversary
of the Battle of Bunker Hill, the military organizations from more than
one~half of the states of the Union marched through the streets 6f Bos-
ton and under the shadow of Faneull Hall, in the long line of companies

was one from Richmond, Virginia, with Gen. Fitxhugh Lee as its command-
er and the company consisted to a man of those who had seen hard service

in the Confederate ranks from 1861-5. As the Virginia company passed
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Faneuil Hall the band assigned to the company played "The Red, White and
Blue". In front of the company marched three men supporting a couple
of 0ld and tattered Confederate flags above which floated the stars and
the stripes.

As this company passed along without the sound of the volce

of anyone, the eye of every spectator was filled with tears of joy at
this manifestation of the union of the blue and the gray. This 17th of
June was the first time after the Rebellion that any considerable number
of ex-confederates had visited Boston and the day marked, in the minds
of those who witnessed the scene, the fulfillment of that which the mar-
tyred Lincoln had prephesied would come.

We cannot too frequently recall the great lessons taught by
the past and we cannot too steadfastly cherish those memories which are
helpful to us all, and consequently the evening of October 1lst will be
made an occasion for stimulating the sentiment of patrlotism by recall-
ing the price which has been pald for liberty.

I sincerely trust that you will be able to be present and be
one of the speakers. The address need not be more than ten minutes in
length for it is not so much a repetition of history that is sought as
a recognition of the value ﬁ? all our paopf%&ggﬁgr a common flag.

Your letter for the "Advocate" is at hand, and will at
once be put in type.

I note what you say about things having been said over
and over again, but that would apply with tenfold force w0 the
Christian Religion, Christian Endeavor work, and all work for the
saving of souls and uplifting of humanity. We must repeat old
tyuths in new forms. We need a thousand speakers and & thousand
newspapers to where we have one to-day in the Temperance field, ut-
tering strong heart truths for the awakening and convineing of the
people.

: The regular meeting of the Board of Managers of the Na-
tional Temperance Society will be held next Tuesday afternoon, a
notice of which will be duly sent to you, and 7 hope you can be
present with us. It is the first meeting of the Board since the
Summer vacation, and although some of our BEoard have not yet re-
turned to the city, and others cannot be present, yvet I expect a
few will be here to look over the ground for future work, We have
been drifting somewhat of late. The severe finaneial depression
and other matters hqve conspired to prevent aggressive operations,
but the time has come or is very near when we must take hold of the
work in right good earnest,

Mr. Powell our District Secretary resigned in the Summer
and his resignation has been accepted, which leaves me in entire
charge of the "Advocate" as well as looking after other interaesis
of the Society. We must carefully consider two things:

First, The raising of sufficient money to carry on our
Missionary work.

Secondly. To secure a bright, active man for practical .
work in raising money, preaching in pulpits and addressing Temper-
ance meetings, understanding the Temperance work, its needs and
it= - resent position, and who can do some editorial work. We
Cow .asily name a hundred men, but perhaps not one of them would
have the right qualifications. It needs careful, patient atten-
tion. I have besn about alone in raising the money in the last
two years, and am glad to know that our indebtedness is not much
greater than it was a year or iWo ago, but 1 am about to the end
of my rope in seeing and interviewing friends who are able to give

to us. I very much hope you can be with us on Tuesdap.
