To this will be added the alrsady very larze collec-
tion of volumes collected the last 29 years by the National Tem-
perance Society and where all the Temperance papers of the country
could be kept on file. The Library and Reading Room to be acces-
sible at 2ll times to Speakers, Bditors, Students, Writers, and
Friends of the Cause gaenerally.

0. The buildinz should provide a large Auditorium for gath-
orings which should be a great Educational ecentre for all Friends
of Temperanee, It should have smaller Halls and Offices for the
various Temperance organizations of the e¢ity and country, and
