My own judgment is that they will be ready to put in a grant to the
amount needed.
Fourthly and finally, our own Temessee apportionment is

exhausted in the middle of the year and we shall have nothing to

divide with any new work until after next April. The se are the

diffieul ties, but the right of petition is saecred and the applica-
tion of the ;hunh will be earefully considered.
Trust ing you are getting some rest out of the summer and

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CIROULAR, z WAR DEPARTMENT,
ADJUTANT (FENERAL'S OFFICE,
No. 28. 5 Washington, July 15, 1858,

The decision published in paragraph IV, Cireunlar, No. 12,
November7, 1801, from Headquarters of the Army, is amended
to read as follows:

IV__OATHS OF OFFICE; ARMY OFFICERS.—Under sections
1756 and 1758, Revised Statutes, and section 4 of the act of
Congress approved July 27, 1892, oaths of office of Army officers
should be taken before some officer who i3 anthorized by the
laws of the United States or the local municipal law to ad-
minister oaths; before a judge advocate of a department or a
court-martial, or the trial officer of a summary court. Offi-
cers of the Army other than those specified are not anthorized
by law to administer such caths,—[Decision Oct. £8, 51, modi-
fied by decision Asst. See. War, July 5, 98, on opinion Judge
Adp, Genl., 58838 A. &. 0.]
